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Introduction
Systemline E50 is an installed Bluetooth Hi-Fi system that is easy to fit into your room. 
It is particularly suited to kitchens or bedrooms but could equally be used in any other 
room in the house including bathrooms*.

The following instructions assume that you are competent in general electrical 
installation skills. You will need to mount a touch panel into a double gang back box 
and route cables from this box to the speakers and mains. If you are not confident in 
doing this you should seek professional assistance from a qualified electrician.

It is possible to connect TV sound or another device into the rear line input. This is 
shown on the system schematic.

* The E50w (white) touch panel is IP54 rated when installed and sealed in accordance with the E50w 
bathroom installation guide (Appendix 1). The touch panel must be located outside zone 2 of the electrical 
safety zones. If in doubt, you are advised to seek assistance from a qualified electrician.

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E50 System Schematic
The system is designed to be connected together as shown below:
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Planning E50 Positioning and Back Box Locations
Use the guidelines below to plan the positioning of the back boxes, speakers and 
cabling. Dimensions should be checked prior to installation to ensure the layout works 
correctly with the supplied lengths of cable.
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First Fix Wiring
Cut holes for required back boxes and speakers. Run speaker cables and power cable as 
shown, leaving the tails accessible for second fix. Optional line-in cable may be run at 
this point.

Notes
1. Switched mains socket required next to cable break-out box.

2. Single gang back-box required next to TV aerial point for optional TV sound / AUX 
input.
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Second Fix
Connect cable tails to touch panel, speakers and PSU. Fix items in place, using the 
instructions supplied with the speakers to ensure correct speaker installation.

Notes
1. Blanking plate required to cover break-out box - requires a single hole to exit DC 

cable.

2. Optional TV sound / Aux input requires a 25 x 50mm twin phono Euro module e.g. 
Philex EMSPK2W or similar.
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Appendix 1: E50w Bathroom Installation Guide
E50w is designed to be fitted into a bathroom environment, which is clearly different 
to most other rooms in the home. The nature of this wet environment is recognised by 
the respective standards authorities, who test products in terms of their suitability to 
be installed in such areas. 

E50w complies with IP54, subject to the following conditions:

1. Wiring
This is defined as an Extra Low Voltage Installation, but the wiring needs to be installed 
in accordance with ‘Part P’ of the Design and Installation of Electrical Installations. If in 
doubt, you are advised to seek assistance from a qualified electrician.

2. Location
Please refer to the diagram below. The E50w should be installed outside of areas 
designated as zone 1 & 2.
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3. Installation

Step 1
Apply silicone sealant on the back of the 
frame. 

Step 3
Plug cables into keypad and fit into the 
frame.

Step 4
Secure the front using the screw provided 
and smooth out the edges using a sealant 
smoother.

Step 2
Fit the frame onto the back box and 
secure using 2 screws.

All other instructions for the connection and fitting of E50w apply, except in this instance 
the left & right speaker wires are connected to a single stereo Q Install speaker
(Qi-65 CW-ST). See also instructions supplied with this speaker.
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
